approved by the Supreme Defence Council creategrémises of abuses of the right
to freedom of expression and information. The petér explains that the document
names "ordered press campaigns aiming to denigsdee institutions” as a

vulnerability of the Romanian state. The petitiomensiders that such reference is
unacceptable and points out that national legiaiimplementing the National

Defence Strategy should follow. According to theitpmer, the document was
